First College Game and Fall Ball 

 

Our season started this fall with some of the 

summer players moving on to college and 

some new faces for the fall and 2009 sum-

mer season.  Jackie Beilfuss (P, 2nd, OF), who 

joined us for the Northern National Tourna-

ment this summer, was a welcome addition.  

We also added Jessica Toth (P, 3rd, 1st, OF), 

Kalynn Ruiz (C, OF) Jenny Blasius (C, UT) and 

Kimberly Pierce (CF, UT) all very accom-

plished players and each of them was a great 

addition to our team. 

 

The Fall season began on Labor Day with a 

game at Bethel College in Indiana.  Former 

Silver Hawk, Corinne Dennison, is a member 

of this team.  Her coach, Anna Welsh invited 

us to play her team in order to have an up 

close chance to evaluate our players and give 

us the chance to play against a group of tal-

ented college players.  Our players and par-

ents had a chance to talk to a college coach, 

obtain her perspectives and advice on the 

recruiting process, discuss college softball 

and to answer questions from them. 

We then moved on to 4 weeks of fall ball in 

Lemont and Joliet, IL.  The first weekend was 

in honor of the former Rockers 18U coach, 

Didi.  Taking the center stage against the 

host team, Rockers Didi 18U we played a 

great game taking it 1-0.  The final results of 

these weekends were a solid record of 6-2.  

Playing against good teams helped Coach 

Dennison get to know his players and set a 

number of game strategies and match ups 

for the two college exposure tournaments we 

were scheduled to play in October.

The first college exposure tournament was 

the Homer Hawks tournament held in Elgin, 

IL.  Our first opponent was against the host 

team, Homer Hawks Black.  Outstanding 

pitching was provided by Beilfuss and Toth.  

Offensive accomplishments consisted of 

Callie Dennison, 2-3, double and RBI.  Eliza-

beth Kay ,2-3 with one home run and 2 RBIõs.  

Pierce also went 2-3.  Going 1-3 on the day 

were Megan Morales, Brittany Priest (also 1

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Rounding out the offense was Rachael Anello, 

Beilfuss and Tia Flishio going 1-2.  The Silver 

Hawks defeated the Hawks 5-0 in the opening 

game. 

 

Game 2 found us against the Illinois Outlaws. 

This game was a loss despite Oranger, Kay, 

Pierce, Toth, Morales and Blasius batting 1-2 

for the game.  The ordinarily solid defense 

made a couple of untimely errors which gave 

the Outlaws the upper hand in this game. 

 

The final 2 games were against Indiana Shock-

waves and the Illinois Chill.  The Silver Hawks 

were victorious in both games beating the 

Shockwaves 9-3 and Illinois Chill 2-0.  Solid 

pitching performances were provided by Denni-

son and Toth.  In the Shockwaves game the 

offensive explosion was lead by Dennison 1-2, 

double, Oranger 2-3, Kay 1-1 with 1 RBI, Pierce 

1-3 with a home run, Toth 1-1 with 2 RBIõs, 

Morales 1-2 and Priest 1-2 with 1 RBI.  The 

Illinois Chill pitcher, Miller will be pitching next 

fall for the division I UIC.  She is an excellent 

pitcher and the Silver Hawks had to work hard 

to score two runs against her.  Dennison was 1-

2-double, Kay was 1-2-HR, Toth was 1-2, and 

Ruiz was 1-2.  The combined effort of Toth and 

Dennison held the offense of the Chill to no 

runs. 

 

The next weekend was the focal point and main 

purpose of our fall experience, the Orland Park 

College Exposure.  This was a 5-game event 

where hundreds of college coaches from all 

over the country come to see talented softball 

players.  Because of the reputation and accom-

plishments of the Silver Hawks-Dennison team 

over the past years in this tournament, we were 

placed in the top pool of teams.  We found our-

selves facing the Minnesota Blizzards (second 

in 2008 summer Orland Park College Exposure 

tournament, beating the USA champion Rock-

ers 18U-Didi to advance to the final game), 

Illinois Thunder-Simpson, New Lennox Light-

ning, Rockers MP, and the Stone City Sharks.  

This game schedule insured us that we would 

be playing in front of many college coaches. 

 

Game one against the Blizzards the Silver 

Hawks took the game 4-1.   A great pitching 

effort from Beilfuss held this accomplished 

team to one run.  The Silver Hawks offense was 

solid with Priest 2-2, Blasius and Filishio both 1

-2.  However the player that stole the show and 

created an excitement in the park was Pierce 

who jacked 2 home runs (this tournament also 

has fences for their games-a welcome addi-

tion).  When a player hits a home run there is 

talk and the college coaches notice, when you 

hit two in one game it draws a crowd. 

 

Game 2 was against Illinois Thunder-Simpson.  

This was a team the Silver Hawks had never 

beaten in our previous matchups.  In a hard 

fought game we took this game 6-5 with a last 

inning score to break the 5-5 tie.  Once again a 

diversified and solid offense was demonstrated 

by Toth, Blasius, Priest and Ruiz batting 1-3.  

Beilfuss and Filishio hit for 2-3 with Beilfuss 

collecting a double and home run.  Adding to 

the excitement of the earlier game Dennison 

pounded 2 home runs in the second game 

against Santora (Glenbard North varsity) and 

Cygan (Barrington HS varsity).  She also had, 3 

RBIõs and hit 2-2 in this game.  In two games 

the Silver Hawks had beaten two great teams 

and produced 5 home runs between three bat-

ters.  Our team was being talked about. 

 

The third game for this day was against the 

New Lennox Lightning.  This game found us 

without Kay, Oranger and Priest.  Kay had 

spent her day at her official visit at Illinois State 

University.  Oranger and Priest were off to 

Homecoming.  Being down three talented play-

ers can put most teams at a disadvantage how-

ever with the depth of talent the Silver Hawks 

enjoy we can still play a solid game as we dem-

onstrated on this Saturday night, taking the 

Lightning 8-0.  Anello, Ruiz and Beilfuss all hit 1

-2 on the night. 

 

The final day was against the Rockers MP and 

Stone City Sharks.  This would really show 

where we stood as a team.  We pounded the 

Rockers 8-0 with yet another home run pro-

vided by Pierce.  Moving on to the final game of 

the day, great pitching efforts were provided by 

Dennison, Toth and Beilfuss.  Strong offense 

was provided by Oranger 2-3, Dennison, Toth, 

and Priest 1-2.  Priest also gave us what proved 

to be the game winning home run beating the 

Sharks 4-3. 

 

Our overall record for Orland was 5-0 with 7 

home runs, strong offense, solid pitching and 

defense provided by all the players on the 

team.  Many coaches stopped by to talk to 

coaches, players and parents.

Seasonõs Final Tournament 

 

Our final games of the season were played in 

Downers Grove, IL.  The Silver Hawks won this 

tournament giving them the championships in 

the last three regular (non-college exposure) 

tournaments that they had played in (PlayUSF, 

Northern Nationals and Downers Grove Cats 

Tournaments).  This fall gave the coaches much 

information that will benefit the team next sum-

mer.  It gave the players a chance to play 

against good competition and try different posi-

tions and have opportunities to try new things. 

The most important aspects of the fall are it 

gave the players opportunities to search out and 

contact colleges that they might be interested in 

attending and for a number of those colleges to 

come see them play.  Our final record for the fall 

was 20-4.  The players seemed to enjoy their 

experiences and came together as a team.
